Prohibited ITEMS The following items are NOT to be brought to the bivouac: 
 
1. Knives with blade longer than 10 cm) 
2. Rings/other jewellery (females may wear 1pr plain stud ear rings) 

 
5. Alcohol 
6. Large sums of money 

3. MP3 players 
4. Non-prescribed medication 
 

7. Cigarettes/tobacco 
8. Expensive watches

** Outer WATER PROOF clothing, not just shower proof, is MANDATORY. CADETS WHO DO NOT BRING 
WATERPROOF protective clothing will not be permitted to proceed on the bivouac      
*** Sleeping bag MUST be rated for very cold weather areas, for example to 0 degrees C or lower.          
**** Torch MUST have red filter (use red cellophane if not equipped) for night vision.   
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
